Making a 1/12 Scale Origami Punnet

Tools

· Blue paper

· White Paper

· Blue/white sided paper

· Scissors or craft knife

· Glue

Instructions

1. Take a piece of white printer paper and stick it using glue to a piece of blue sugar paper or similar.  If you have a piece of paper which is blue on one side and white on the other, this step is not necessary. 

2. To make one punnet you need to cut a piece 5cm x 4cm (punnet) and one 5cm x 1.2cm (handle)

3. With the white side uppermost, fold the large rectangle in half lengthways, unfold it. Fold each long side to the middle crease and unfold. (Fig1)
4. Rotate the paper by 90 degrees and repeat. (Fig 2)

5. With the longest side at the bottom, fold sides (a) and (b), Fig 3 into the centre crease so they meet. 

6. Fold all four corners into the horizontal quarter fold lines. Fig 4

7. Fold the paper from the middle seam on each side out over the top of these corner folds. Fig 5

8. This gives two lips, pull these out simultaneously to the left and right, the punnet will open. Fig 6
9. Shape the punnet by pinching the corners. 

10. To make the handle, fold the smaller piece of paper lengthways in three to make a thin strip. 

11. Bend the strip round your finger to make a curved handle and glue onto the inside of the punnet.

12. Line the punnet with a piece of tissue and fill with items of your choice.
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
